
One Day Crank Organ Rally Guidelines

Planning a rally: (Contact Suzie Hendricks, 651 247-5638, shhendricks@stkate.edu)
• Identify a large public annual event or venue that will provide sufficient public attendance.
• Determine dates, preferable days for the rally will be Saturday or Sunday.  Check for conflicting events held by other organizations (MBSI, AMICA, COAA and NCA ).  
• After approval by Suzie the rally will be included in the Journal, Social Media and website calendars.

Insurance:
• COAA carries liability insurance for each rally.
“Evidence of Insurance” can be obtained if required by the organization sponsoring the event.

• Include the dates of rally and location.
• Be sure that COAA is clearly mentioned as the sponsor of the rally.
